Others claim that His words clearly show that Hedeed the Son of
God in every respect. Still others say that Yeshuameasly a creation
of God.

Knowing Yeshua’ identity is critical to understanding wieis,
what His mission on earth was, and who or what GoBus exactly
what did Yeshua say, and what did He mean?

Y eshua the Anointédsaid He was the Son of God. Not only this,

THE ARIAN DISPUTE

In the first centuries of Christianity, two very @ifént positions
on this question clashed. One of the proponents was. Ataislaimed
that Yeshua was actually born from God the Fathemawlin every
way God'’s Son. This would mean that Yeshua, although balgd His
existence to His Father, had a beginning and wassiwHy a creature
of God and was thus essentially different from God thiét. The
Father, Yehovah God, was self-existent and had alvexjsted,
therefore having no beginning and not owing his exigeéacanyone.

The creed claims that our salvation is totally dependemtur belief
in the trinity as expounded by the Catholic church. iff thtrue, this
debate about God’s nature is critical to our salvatidns concept
partially explains the violence with which the Catthathurch has
enforced the trinity concept over the centuries.

It is undoubtedly true that our concept of God influences Wwe
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think about Him and how we relate to Him. Our relatiomsvith God

is very important to Him, as He demonstrates by degdtie first four
of His Ten Commandments to that topic. But does Gaodire us to

believe He is a trinity before He will save us? sd& trinity? Does He
even want us to think He is a trinity? What does tHdeBsay on this
subject?

The Trinity
If God really is a trinity, why is Athanasius’ Creedich
contradictory, ‘incomprehensible’ gobbledegook? Furthermantey
doesn't the Bible, not even once, say that Godrisigy? After all, one
of the Bible’s central purposes is to reveal God to.r8amely, if God
is a trinity and He requires us to believe He is atyrimefore He will
save us, He will have clearly stated that He isratyrand will have

shown us that it is a necessary belief.

However, the only ‘scripture’ which openly supports thaitly
concept is embedded into | John 5:7-8. This notoriousosect the
Bible is known as the ‘Johannine comma’. The itsdidiwords between
the colons in the following passage do not exist inmmaguscript prior
to about 1300 AD:

For there are three who bear witness in heavlemFather,
theWord and theHoly Spirit; and thesethreeareone. Andthere
arethreethat bear witness on earth: the Spirit, the water, and the
blood; and these three agree as one. 1John5:7 &8

The italicised sections have been, justifiably, reeabfrom most
modern translations. Evidently it was so difficult toye the trinity was
a Biblical concept that during the Dark Ages some ozexdyous monks
decided to add a verse to the Bible that would suit thedtrice.
Unfortunately they have probably brought upon themséhessurse of
Revelation 22:18, which states that “If anyone adds teethieings,
God will add to him the plagues that are written in bloiek.”
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As the creed shows, Athanasius taught that the F&barand Holy
Spirit were all of one essence, each ‘person’ justhemnaspect of this
one essence. The trinitarians included the conceptsetiernal and co-
equality in their definition, which is the logical emrtgon of this
philosophy.

Today the Jehovah’'s Witnesses embrace the Arian qosits
formulated by Arius’s opponents, who claimed that Ariugytd that
Jesus was in His essence different from God and thusafglgation
rather than a true son. The Catholic, Orthodox ansit lRootestant
churches embrace Athanasius’ idea. Only some intibecGes of God
have retained knowledge of the true nature of God andd#i@$ was
passed on to Arius from the Apostles’ followers.

It is well know that the trinitarian theory of thatare of God is not
taught in scripture, but is born from pagan religions. &teber Hislop
shows this in his excellent book on the origin of pabalefs in
orthodox Christianity entitle@ihe Two Babylonsor The Papal Wor ship.
On pages 16 to 19 he illustrates and documents the anasti@stiof
the Chaldeans, Babylonians and Indians. The Chaldai@nsioved to
Rome, bringing their religion with them, infiltratingé corrupting the
Christian Church there.

The trinity doctrine was one of the early distinguighimarks of the
Roman Catholic church, which was used by them (viss@mtine and
most of the succeeding Roman Emperors) to justify petisecoft
Bible-believing Christians who refused to accept theivgred neo-
pagan ‘Christianity’.

The trinity doctrine did not become dominant until isveaforced by
Constantine in the fourth centry

We would do well to remember the warning recorded in &8,
and 4.

The danger of false teachings was also referred to spa@fically
by Paul, who in 2 Cor. 11:3-4 gives this warning:

But | fear, lest somehow, as the serpent deceived Ewesby
craftiness, so your minds may be corrupted from tlegiity that
is in Messiah.

For if he who comes preaches another Yeshua whoravee h
not preached, or if you receive a different spiritalihyou have
not received, or a different gospel which you haveaocepted,
you tolerate it.

Our belief is that the changes to the Biblical conoé@od required
by Trinitarians actually give us another Yeshua and a&no8pirit.
Surely we should be very diligent in checking out whase¢hehanges
mean and understanding why they have been introduced. Most
importantly, are the changes scriptural??

God says He made us in His image. (Gen 1:26) Thus our cdioposi
should give us some idea of what He is like. We havaiaet nature,
composed of a body, soul and spirit. (I Thes 5:23) LikethieeBible
tells us that God also has a triune nature: He hadya boul and spirit.
(Dan 7:9, Lev 26:11, Gen 6:3) Note that in both casessthist three
persons in one being, but simply one person composedeef plarts.

Remembering this, let us see if the Bible supports #ie concepts
of the trinity.

Daniel refers to Yeshua as the Son of Man. But thgtbces also
contain many references to Yeshua as the Son of GbtbaBGod as
Yeshua’ Father. One example is given here:

If we are to believe that Yeshua is literally anduatty God’s Son, when
and how did he come into being? Does the Bible say agydbout
this?

In the beginning was the Word, and the Word wak Gibd,
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and the Word was God. He was in the beginning with. @dd
things were made through Him, and without Him nothveags
made that was made. John 1:1to 3

This passage makes it clear that if Yeshua had a begyrinmust have
been before the creation of our physical universiee gdayed a key role
in its’ creation.

In the beginning God created the heavens and the ear
Genesis 1:1

Then God said, "Let Us make man in Our image, aaugid
Our likeness; and let them rule over the fish ofdbe, over the
birds of the air, and over the livestock, and oliethe earth and
over all the creeping things that creep on the éarth.

Gen 1:26

Again, Yeshua must have been with His Father when AdahEae
were created. However, in Psalm 2, God says He hasteedtis Son:

Why do the nations rage, and the people plot a vaig2h

The kings of the earth set themselves, and thesruitde
counsel together, against Yehovah and against H@nted,
saying, “Let us break Their bonds in pieces and caay dweir
cords from us."

He who sits in the heavens shall laugh; Yehovah sioddl
them in derision. Then He shall speak to them invitath, and
distress them in His deep displeasure:

"Yet | have set My King On My holy hill of Zion.”

| will declare the decree: Yehovah has said to W¥ou are
My Son, today | have begotten You. Ask of Me, andlllgive
You the nations for Your inheritance, and the endee&arth for
Your possession. You shall break them with a rod of iyon;
shall dash them in pieces like a potter's vessel." "

Now therefore, be wise, O kings; be instructed, yougady
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the earth. Serve Yehovah with fear, and rejoicé witmbling.
Kiss the Son, lest He be angry, and you perish im#y when
His wrath is kindled but a little. Blessed are afigh who put
their trust in Him. Psalm 2:1 to 12

Psalm 2 has been spoken by God the Father. Howevertheothange
of speaker in verse 7, which is spoken by Yeshua. Alse that the
change of speaker is not announced or documented.

In the same manner, Yeshua has inserted a sectiba mitidle of a
discourse on wisdom given in Proverbs 8 which explainsirtteeand
manner of his birth as God'’s son. Also read 1 Corinthik:24 which
teaches us that Yeshua is the power and wisdom of Godjrghthat
all of Proverbs 8 can be applied to Yeshua:

"Yehovah acquired me at the beginning of His way, rledfts
works of old. | have been anointed from everlastingm the
beginning, before there was ever an earth. When e no
depths | was brought forth, when there were no fountains
abounding with water. Before the mountains were setbiefore
the hills, | was brought forth; while as yet He hatlmade the
earth or the fields, or the primeval dust of the diorl

When He prepared the heavens, | was there, whendeadr
circle on the face of the deep, when He establishedltuds
above, when He strengthened the fountains of the déwm He
assigned to the sea its limit, so that the watersldvoot
transgress His command, when He marked out the ftiond@f
the earth,

Then | was beside Him, as a master craftsman;aad taily
His delight, rejoicing always before Him, rejoicing His
inhabited world, and my delight was with the sonsneh.

"Now therefore, listen to me, my children, for blegare those
who keep my ways. Hear instruction and be wise, andotio
disdain it.

Blessed is the man who listens to me, watching asilgny
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gates, waiting at the posts of my doors. For whoéues me
finds life, and obtains favour from Yehovah; but he wins s
against me wrongs his own soul; all those who hagelave
death." Prov 8:22 to 36

The wordchuwl, translated abrought forth in Proverbs 8:24 and
Isaiah 66:8 show that the word often refers to birthis Tonfirms that
this passage of Proverbs does indeed reveal that Yestsuaonn from
God the Father before the beginning of our earth.

"Before she travailed, she gave birth; before her pame,
she delivered a male child.

Who has heard the like of this? Who has seenkbafithis?
Shall the earth bring forth in one day? Shall donate born in
one step? For Zion travailed and she gave birthrisdres.

Isaiah 66:7 & 8

God, referring to Yeshua’' then future birth in Bethlehesays in
Micah 5:2: "But you, Bethlehem Ephrathah, though youlitte
among the thousands of Judah, yet out of you shall confetoMe
the One to be ruler in Israel. His origins have de@m of old, from the
days of eternity."

So we see again that Yeshua did have an origin, busitwang the
days of eternity, ie- before the beginnings of thatwoa of our physical
universe.

Some people claim that Yeshua only became the Sondfvken
he was conceived within Mary. That is when He becaraeSdn of
Man. But how could that possibly make Him God’s Son aslkady
existed as a divine being? That He was already thefS&od when His
divine nature was sent to earth to be implanted in ahwegg within
Mary is shown by the following scriptures:

"For God so loved the world that He gave His onlgdieen
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Son, that everyone believing in Him should not be fudigtroyed
but have everlasting life.
"For God did not send His Son into the world to pdbe
world, but that the world might be saved through Him.
John 3:16 & 17

In this the love of God was manifested towardhes, God has
sent His only begotten Son into the world, that wehinliye
through Him.

In this is love, not that we loved God, but that blest us and
sent His Son to be the propitiation for our sins.

1John 4:9 & 10

The conclusive evidence that Yeshua was born of thteeF& given by
Yeshua himself:

“I came forth out of the Father and have come in& th
world. Again, | leave the world and go to the Father.”
John 16:28

In this passage, Yeshua uses the Greek word “ek” whicharieat
of” not “apo” which means “from”; yet when he talkisreturning to his
Father, Yeshua does not say He will go into his Fathediterally says
he will go towards (pros) Him.

If Yeshua is God’s Son as Proverbs suggests and Yeshsjatsay
also probable that He, like human children, needed tarmathe two
following passages suggest that was indeed the case, arnghYldsh
and death as a mortal on earth were an essentialffastdevelopment
as God'’s Son.

And He said to them, "Go, tell that fox, '‘Behold, kttaut
demons and perform cures today and tomorrow, arttlitdeday
| shall be completed.’ Luke 13:32
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For every priest taken from among men is appointedr
in things pertaining to God, that he may offer boifis gand
sacrifices for sins. He can have compassion on tiwbeeare
ignorant and going astray, since he himself is alsot igse
weakness. Because of this he is required as for tmegyao also
for himself, to offer for sins.

And no man takes this honor to himself, but he whealked
by God, just as Aaron was.

So also Messiah did not glorify Himself to become Hig
Priest, but it was He who said to Him: "You are My Soadlay
I have begotten You." As He also says in another place are
a priest forever according to the order of Melch&&dwho, in
the days of His flesh, when He had offered up prayers and
supplications, with vehement cries and tears to Himwais able
to save Him from death, and was heard because godig fear,
though He was a Son, yet He learned obedience by tigsthi
which He suffered.

And having been perfected, He became the author ofadter
salvation to all who obey Him, called by God as Higitest
"according to the order of Melchizedek," of whomivere much
to say, and hard to explain, since you have becomeotiull
hearing. Hebrews 5:1 to 11

Oddly enough, Points 21 and 22 of Athanasius’ Creed actually
support these truths. They affirm that the Fatherlisegestent, and
acknowledge that Yeshua proceeds from the Father alwatehe was
not created, nor made, but begotten.

What Did Yeshua Mean When He Said “I and My Father are
One"?

"My sheep hear My voice, and | know them, and folgw
Me.

"And | give eternal life to them, and there is naywthey shall
perish for ever; and no one shall pluck them out offisliyd. My
Father, who has givehemto Me, is greater than all; and no one
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is able to pluckhem out of My Father's hand.
"I and My Father are one." John 10:2y 30

Note that even while Yeshua claims a type of idemtitii His Father,
He still acknowledges that His Father is superior tcsllm

Yeshua said to him, "l am the way, and the truth,tbadife.
No one comes to the Father except through Me. If ydikhawn
Me, you would also have known My Father; and from mow
you know Him and have seen Him."

Philip said to Him, "Lord, show us the Father, andsit i
sufficient for us."

Yeshua said to him, "Have | been with you so longie tand
you do not know Me, Philip? The one who sees Me bas the
Father; so how can you say, 'Show us the Father'? Dogb
believe that | am in the Father, and the Father Blé® The
words that | speak to you | do not speak from Myself;that
Father who dwells in Me, He does the works.

"Believe Me that lam in the Father and the Fathern Me;
and if not, believe Me for the works themselves.

"Truly, truly, |1 say to you, the one who believes in,Ntee
works that | do that one will do also; and greaatks than these
he will do, because | go to My Father.

"And whatever you ask in My name, that | will do, thia¢
Father may be glorified in the Son. John 1%0613

There is much to study in this passage, but the essaoitialfor this
discussion is that Yeshua says seeing Him is the sarseeing the
Father. This is consistent with Colossians 1:15, whiehlooked at
before: “He is the image of the invisible God, thatborn over all
creation.” Yeshua is exactly like his Father, but Blestill a separate
individual.

Let's examine the ‘Father and | are One’ conceftla inore deeply:
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"l do not pray concerning only these, but also conogrthose
who will believe in Me through their word; thetey all may be
one, as You, Fathearein Me, and | in You; that they also may

"Righteous Father! Indeed the world has not known, Yot
I have known You; and these have known that YouldentAnd
| have declared to them Your name, and will declarthat the
love with which You loved Me may be in them, and them."

John 17:200 26

Note especially verse 21. Yeshua says that all ofhesbelieve in
Him will all be One in exactly the same manner tHatand His Father
are One. And not only that, but we will also be Onthwiim and his
Father. And how can Yeshua, his Father and we abre=? Is there
some way we can all be fused into a single body, andtyletemain
basically separate beings? Is it not by all sharieghe Spirit, God the
Father’s own Holy Spirit? Is there scripture whictadgshows us how
this all works? Yes, there is!

But one and the same Spirit works all these thingsijlaliting
to each separately as He wills.

For as the body is one and has many members, but all the
members of that one body, being many, are one bodyjssas
Christ. For by one Spirit we were all immersed into body;
whether Jews or Greeks, whether slaves or freehavelall been
given to drink into one Spirit.
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For in fact the body is not one member but many.
1 Cor 12:11t0 14

So not only can this happen, it has already happendicbfaia who
have God’s Spirit. The connection between Yeshua andatiger is
built on exactly the same basis as the relationgtipden any two Spirit
filled Christians, though obviously Yeshua and His Fakiase a much
richer and fuller connection. As Messiah perfects us,umion with
each other and Him will grow stronger and we will becamere
completely part of His body. This theme is expandedeanfaliowing
scriptures:

"l and the Father are one."

Then the Jews took up stones again, that they cauid Btim.

Yeshua answered them, "Many good works | have slyown
from My Father. For which of these works do yownste?"

The Jews answered Him, saying, "For a good wor&aueot
stone You, but for blasphemy, and because You, being a Man,
make Yourself God."

Are We to Become God'’s Children?

Truly God does say that we are to become His childmethers to
Yeshua The Anointed, His First-Born Son.

The trinity concept denies this. It obscures the aistn between the
One True God and His First Born Son. In doing this niete that
Yeshua is truly God’s Son. It also gives the Fathedsygio His Son,
which is something which neither Yeshua nor the Béler does.
Indeed Yeshua’ glory is second only to His Father’s, ibug still
different to the Father’s glory. The trinity concefstoadenies that we
can ever truly be brethren to Yeshua and God'’s childgen. is not a
God of confusion, requiring us to believe something aswbs
inexplicable and nonsensical as the trinity. Ratl&, wants us to
worship Him in Spirit and in Truth.

And what of Athanasius’ claim, still enforced by thatkiblic church,
that we must believe in the trinity to be saved? ussee what God,
through the Apostles Peter and John, said was necéssagjvation:

"Therefore let all the house of Israel know assurtdiy God
has made this Yeshua, whom you crucified, both Lord and
Messiah."

Now when they heard this, they were cut to the haad said
to Peter and the rest of the apostles, "Men and rieretlwhat
shall we do?"

And Peter said to them, "Repent, and every one of you be
immersed in the name of Yeshua Messiah for theviengiss of
sins; and you will receive the gift of the Holy SpiriFor the
promise is to you and to your children, and to all whefar off,
as many as Yehovah our God calls."

And with many other words he testified and exhottesin,
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saying, "Be saved from this perverse generation."

Then those who gladly received his word were imegrand
that day about three thousand souls were added toAmeithey
continued steadfastly in the apostles' doctrine altmfship, in
the breaking of bread, and in prayers. Acts 2:36 to 42
